10. Friends Forever  (activities)

As the title suggests, this song is designed to promote thinking and talking about friendship. The verses contain the names of children from a number of different countries, adding an international flavour to the session.

The children could sing the song as written then, using track 11 on the album, add their own names to the music.

This could be done very simply and informally by very young groups or written more carefully by older children to observe the rhyming and rhythm patterns of the song.

The song is a good starting point for further work on relationships.
To think about the lives of people with different values and customs.

To recognise that differences and similarities between people arise from a number of factors…….cultural, ethnic, religious diversity, gender and disability.

Why not…

Write some friendship statements..

A friend……………     A friend is…………    A friend never………..

Pin up your friendship thoughts on a ‘friends forever’ board. 
Invite some people who have been friends for a long time  (parents, grandparents) to call in to answer your questions about what makes a friendship last forever.

Look at the variety of names in your group….find out if you have any names from another part of the world.
