  Healthy Teeth   (activities)

This song is recommended by the Dental Health Foundation  for use during National Smile Month.     

The experience of visiting the dentist is presented in an amusing and encouraging way whilst underlining the importance of good oral health. 

Listen to /learn the song, enjoying the sound effects.

Following discussion of the childrens own experiences at the dentist, focus on the dentist in the song. The children could be asked these, and other questions arising from the text.
Is the dentist a man or woman?

What are her favourite things?

What things does the dentist in the song do?

What does she say?

What is a cavity and why is she looking for them?

National Smile Month is all about raising the awareness of the link between good oral health and good overall body health.

The song provides a link to the science curriculum: Life processes.

The song refers to a crocodile and its smile/teeth. This could lead to discussion about other animals and their teeth…childrens pets, wild animals and how their teeth vary.

This could lead to a collection of pictures of animals displaying their teeth…leading on to what the animals eat and how their teeth are designed to function, how they are adapted to their environment in this way.
The terms…..carnivore, herbivore, omnivore could be introduced and the pictures grouped under these titles.
