9.   Windy Day    (activities)

This song is written to encourage children to think, talk and get involved in play activities outdoors. It would fit well into the topic of weather.

Talk about the activities mentioned in the song. Where would they take place?

Make a list of other outside play activities and where they might be done.

As the children sing the song they could mime the activities mentioned in the chorus.

Talk about the weather described in the song. How does it compare with the weather today?

Talk about different kinds of weather. Make a weather map and be a TV weather presenter.

Talk and think about the wind and what happens when it changes direction. 

The wind in the song was good fun….what happens when the wind becomes too strong?

Make a kite and fly it.

Make a windmill that will turn in the wind.

Make a boat with a sail.
